Debuting at this year’s edition was Innovation District, a highly appreciated section in an industry sensitive to technological advancements. During the opening ceremony, awards were presented to start-ups and innovative companies, in conjunction with main partner, ANGI.
 
Talks on the reorganization of public gambling were particularly intense, with the participation of MEP Hon. In the afternoon, talks turned to the combination of gambling and sport as part of the conference: "The impact of betting on the future of the sports industry". Among the topics touched on by the speakers, the importance of the presence of legal gambling operators to stem illegal gambling.
On the morning of the third and final day of Enada Primavera 2024, the Vision Arena hosted the conference "The new regulation on innovation and player protection on cash winning machines in San Marino".
 
The three-day event also played host to the 3rd edition of the JJP Pinball Fest Enada by Luxury Games tournament, organized in collaboration with IFPA Italia and the opportunity for players to compete on the most sought-after versions of Jersey Jack Pinball machines, with the chance of winning prizes and earning precious WPPR (World Pinball Player Rankings) points.
