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Tecna 2022: many professional operators at the International Exhibition of Technologies and Supplies for Surfaces
Sustainability, technologies, innovations: the themes of the events program 
There were many professional operators at Tecna 2022, the event organized by ACIMAC (Association of Italian Manufacturers of Machinery and Equipment for Ceramics) and IEG (Italian Exhibition Group) at the Rimini Expo Centre. 
Today too, there were many events, all connected by a common thread that makes technologies and sustainability its cornerstones. 
The entire morning was enlivened by "Sustainability in Ceramics," an event organized by ACIMAC and IEG in collaboration with Ceramic World Web magazine and the support of Enel Green Power. 
During the conference, various aspects related to issues of ecological transition in the ceramic industry were discussed in depth. 
The first session focused on the new frontiers and challenges of hydrogen with talks by ENEA and Enel Green Power. On the plant manufacturers front, speakers included Sacmi, B&T Group, System Ceramics, Sermat LB Group, Poppi and Cami Depurazioni.
In the afternoon, there was great participation in the Decortech Conference, an event curated by Ricoh, Metis, Unilin Technologies, Efi and Cefla in collaboration with TCM (Tecnical Conference Management) that presented the latest innovations in the latest surface design technologies. The conference offered participants a focus on the main issues in the nonceramic surfaces industry. 
Finally, the 17th Aldo Villa International Prize was held at the end of the day. The award, given since 1988 by Società Ceramica Italiana to an Italian or foreign personality (entrepreneur, manager, technician or researcher) who has made a contribution to the development of the ceramic industry, this year went to the president of Stylgraph Maurizio Cavagnari.
