SIGEP 2024: MAXIMUM EFFORT ON THE PART OF RIMINI MUNICIPALITY AND IEG 

TO EASE THE IMPACT ON TRAFFIC

· Extra train and bus lines, viability alterations and solutions to lighten the impact on traffic

· Efficient train-Metromare connection: 52 trains a day will stop at Rimini Fiera and Rimini Station for internal connections. Five special trains every day between Cattolica and Santarcangelo

· The maxi roundabout will open to facilitate traffic near the Rimini South motorway exit
· Dozens of additional bus services, facilities for electric scooters and bicycles

Rimini, 11th January 2024 – This year’s SIGEP, organised by Italian Exhibition Group (IEG) and scheduled to take place from 20th to 24th January at Rimini Expo Centre, will be extraordinary in terms of quality and quantity of exhibitors and visitors from all over the world.

And precisely due to the overwhelming participation of companies and the public that, for five days, will transform the city and province into the capital of artisan dolce foodservice, with an all sold out already announced, not only for the exhibition halls, but also for accommodation and commercial activities, the Municipality of Rimini and IEG, in close collaboration, have been working for weeks to make access to the district easier and to enhance the event in terms of visibility and economic spin-off for the area.

52 TRAINS WILL STOP AT RIMINIFIERA STATION,

A SPECIAL SIGEP TRAIN WILL RUN AS WELL AS THE METROMARE

For the past 45 years, the world's leading professional trade show for the sector has been a five-day event with Monday and Tuesday historically the days with the greatest influx and therefore, the greatest impact on city traffic.

Getting to Rimini by train and the synergy with Metromare will be key factors in easing traffic congestion. Massive investments have been made to promote the maximum use of this combination of transport means.

Every day, twenty-six northbound trains will stop at RiminiFiera Station between 8.05 am and 7.17 pm and the same number will be southbound between 8.28 am and 7.20 pm.

Altogether, the 52 trains will transport more than 20% of visitors to the Expo Centre and substantially all of them will also stop at Rimini’s main station, with a less than five-minute link between the halls and the Metromare, the most convenient gateway to the hotels in Marina Centro and those on the coast to the south, connecting Rimini to Riccione in 20 minutes with 15 intermediate stops.

A Special Sigep Train will also be running for SIGEP 2024. From Cattolica railway station, three trips will leave in the early morning towards Rimini Fiera; another two will leave from Santarcangelo station, again in the direction of the Expo Centre. From mid-afternoon, there will be a further three southbound trips and two heading north for visitors and exhibitors. In addition to the terminals in Cattolica and Santarcangelo, trains will stop at Rimini Fiera, Rimini, Miramare, Riccione and Misano.

Thanks to the agreement between Italian Exhibition Group and Trenitalia, the “Special Events” offer will give discounts of up to 80% on Frecciarossa, Frecciargento and Frecciabianca train tickets with origin/destination Rimini, RiminiFiera when purchased through the Trenitalia App, at authorised ticket offices and travel agencies or on the www.trenitalia.com website. Discount code: IEGRIMINI24. RFI will also provide passengers with disabilities and reduced mobility (PRM) with an assistance service at RiminiFiera station.

METROMARE

The electric line on a special track will ensure that thousands of people a day will be able to travel between Rimini and Riccione. From early morning until evening, both terminals will run trains every 15 minutes, making it easier to manage flows generated by Sigep participants, operators and visitors.

THE OVER 100 METRES IN DIAMETER MAXI ROUNDABOUT
An extraordinarily important contribution will be made by the opening of the over 100 metres in diameter maxi-roundabout, which intersects State Road 16 and the San Marino highway, or rather, the Rimini South motorway exit.  An infrastructure work that, as the Rimini municipal administration is well aware, will substantially facilitate the connection between the highways, the city centre, the sea and the Expo Centre.

DOZENS AND DOZENS OF EXTRA BUSES
With its terminus at Santarcangelo and the airport, Line 9 will stop in Via Emilia-Fiera every 15 minutes during peak traffic times.

Additional services also regard the line 9 Shuttle that IEG, in collaboration with Start Romagna, purposefully organises to run over the five days of the Expo. This service will connect Rimini Fiera to the Railway Station with 22 outward journeys and the same number of return journeys without intermediate stops.

Line 5 will also run with terminuses at San Mauro Mare and Rimini Fiera from the north as well as Line 10 on the southern route with terminuses at Miramare and Rimini Fiera.

IEG will also provide free special buses: Special Bus A will connect SIGEP with Miramare, Special Bus B with Marina Centro, Special Bus C with Bellaria Igea Marina, Special Bus D with Riccione, and Special Bus E with Viserbella.
